Krishnapuram Palace        

 
Krishnapuram palace is a palace and museum that's located in kayamkulam 47 kms from 
Alappuzha. This palace is a Keralean architectural germ built by the 18th century 
Travancore king, Anizham Thirunaal Marthanda Varma and well known for its mural  
paintings and architecture.This palace is maintained by the kerala state department of 
archaeology and contains exhibits that belonged to the palace and former occupant, the 
Travancore Maharaja Marthanda Varma. The major attraction of this palace is that it 
houses the biggest mural painting that can be found in all over kerala known as 
“Gagendra Moksha”.The double edged sword “Kayamkulam Vaal” can also be found 
here. 
 
The palace is also famous for a large pond within the palace complex.It is also said that 
an Underground escape route runs from the bottom of the pond as a possible escape 
route from enemies.The palace houses, in its courtyard one of the four states of Buddha 
found in Alappuzha district. 
 

 
 

History 

The palace was built by the King Marthanda Varma of Travancore after defeating and 
annexing Odanad in the Odanad-Travancore war of 1746. Before the construction of the 
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palace the king demolished an old palace at the site, which had been built by the King 
Veer Ravi Varma of Odanad (region 1700- 1775 AD). Initially a small palace of a single 

story known as Ettukettu, was built in the 
traditional style with an adjacent pond, 
temple and urappura under the management 
of the Prime minister, Ramayyan Dalava, 
which was later enlarged by the prime 
minister Ayyappan Marthanda Pillai. The 
palace complex has many other buildings 
which are a combination of traditional and 
western architecture. The present building, a 

three storage structure within the complex was renovated in the 1950’s by the 
Archaeological department of Kerala in modern style comforting to the scientific 
techniques prescribed for the protection of heritage buildings. As a protected 
monument it houses the archaeological museum and its offices. 
 

Architecture 

The Krishnapuram palace as one  the finest and rarest example of a typical Keralite-style 
architecture, known in the local language as  Pathinarukettu, is complete with gabled 
roofs, narrow corridors and domed windows.It is a miniature replica of 
Padmanabhapuram palace, which was the headquarters of Travancore Rajas. The palace 
complex originally encompassed a total land area of 56 acres.However, over the years as 
the monarchy rule ended the palace was 
completely neglected and fell to disuse 
and was dilapidated. Many buildings 
surrounding the main palace of Maharaja 
got destroyed and reduced to a mere 2.55 
acres within a 10 feet high compound 
wall.The main palace, which was run 
down was rebuilt to the original state as a 
three storied monument by the 
Archaeological Department of Kerala in 
1950s. The rare documents and artefacts which have been kept in other locations were 
brought back, restored and even exhibited in the palace that has been converted to a 
museum. 
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The palace restored to its originally built plans, comforting to Vastu Shastra norms, has 6 
blocks or Kettu with 4 Nadumuttam or open areas in the centre or courtyards. The 
windows, doors and ventilators were placed in such a way as to ensure fresh air 
circulation and natural lighting in all the rooms. There are 22 rooms with the 
ornamental wood partitions with carvings. Additional openings were provided to 
prevent any negative effects of Murmavedham. The building he set with verandas all 
round to protect the outer walls getting damaged due to rain. The material used in the 
construction consisted of laterite stones, rubbles, rosewood and Angili wood. Roofing is 
steep and tiled with Mangalore tiles, which accentuates the beauty of the structure . A 
special feature of the carpentry adopted in the building, the palace consisted of wooden 
hinges and locks of the doors and windows instead of metallic fittings and fixtures. 

 

The flooring consists of polished wood and 
also of black and red oxide cotted concrete. 
The steps are made of polished granite 
blocks . The aesthetic beauty of the palace 
has been further enhanced by the special 
designs of straight, curved and spiral 
staircases and sun shades. A small stream 
was created to flow close to the sudden 
vicinity of the palace which also functioned 
as a secret escape route in time of 

emergency. an underground tank or pond that stretches to the centre of the building 
was part of the palace, it provided air conditioning effect of moderate temperature in all 
interior rooms. The palace compound has many Padippuras, particularly at the main 
entrance, which are significators of status.  
 

Collection 

The palace complex, which now functions as an archaeological museum, is a treasure 
house of ancient paintings and inscriptions, coins, magnetic remains, artefacts, made of 
wood, brass and stone sculptures. Some of the prominent displays in the complex are:  
The mural of Gajendra Moksham, Kayamkulam Vaal (sword), Buddha statue of the 10th 
century and ceremonial utensils and many other artefacts.

Gajendra moksham 

Within the palace is the archaeological museum which has an exhibit of Gajendra 
moksham, a 3 meters (9.8 fts) high mural, which is the largest single piece of mural 
painting so far discovered in Kerala. The literal meaning of Gajendra Moksham is the 
‘salvation or the moksham of the elephant King Gajendra’.The theme of the mural is 
myological and depicts an elephant saluting Lord Vishnu in devotion while the other 
minor gods, goddesses and saints look on. Lord Vishnu was the family deity of the 
Kayamkulam Kings. 

 

This mural is a fusion of colours 
and expressions was placed 
permanently at the entrance to the 
palace from the pond to enable 
the kings to worship the deity after 
their daily ablutions. The 
mythological legend narrated on 
Gajendra moksham is contained in 
the 10th century Sanskrit 

Bhagavata Purana. According to this legend,the Pandya king Indradyumna, devotee of 
lord Vishnu was given a curse by the sage Agastya, to be reborn as an elephant. 
Gajendra or the elephant King while on a pleasure trip to the lake with his wives, was 
seized by a crocodile that caught hold of his leg with a firm grip and thus Gajendra was 
held captive for many years. Finally the helpless Gajendra appealed to Lord Vishnu, his 
chosen deity to rescue him from the predicament. Vishnu made his presence soon after 
riding Varaha, the Garuda.Varaha killed the crocodile. The entire sequel is vividly 
painted with vegetable colours on the mural with a dynamic portrayal of Garuda at the 
centre,  about to land with ‘huge spread of wings and a facial expression raudra,  in stark 
contrast to the compassionate features of the multi armed Vishnu. The mural also 
shows a smaller figure of Gajendra in mid trumpet and of the crocodile on the right side. 
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The mural truly represents the Kerala style painting on a very available space on it. 
Apart from the main characters the legends, saints, animals, mythical beasts and forest 
plants are also depicted. The outer edges of the mural are decorated with floriate 
borders. At the bottom, there is an exclusive triptuch-like like panel which depicts 
Balakrishna, the child Krishna surrounded by doting females. 
 

Kayamkulam Vaal 

Kayamkulam Vaal ( Vaal means sword) is an important exhibit in the museum. The 
significance of the sword is that its both sides are sharp and it is more dangerous than 
any other martial weapon. It is set to have been used by the kayamkulasas in the 18th 
century and hands were a special attraction of the king. 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 

 

Buddha Mandapam 

Buddha Mandapam (hall) is where an attractive statue of one of the four antic buddhas 
of the 10th century which were recovered in recent times in ponds found in Alappuzha 

district is displayed. The Buddha Mandapam is 
located in the finely landscaped and tender 
garden with profusion of flower plants, that 
surrounds the palace complex. This is found in 
Alappuzha district to justify the prevalence of 
Hinayana Buddhism in Maveli Kingdom. They 
are in meditating posture with Ushnisha(cap) 
and Upavita (upper garment).  It had been 
thrown into fields and ponds during the anti 
Buddhism campaign. The ideal was found in a 
pool or tank called Puthenkula (Pond of Buddha) 

in Maruturkulangara in  Karunagappally. This ideal has a skull cap adorned with lines of 
pearls or diamonds that represents the highest wisdom attained by Buddha. 
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The museum in Krishnapuram palace also has a copy of the Bible in Sanskrit printed in 
Calcutta in 1886. Ceremonial utensils are also on display in a display case, which consist 
of oil lamps, fine miniature figures and small stone columns carved with serpent deities 
.Some of these are arranged in an Arc form known as Prabhu and placed behind 
aTemple deity to provide a ‘hallow of light’. Fine miniature panchaloha figures on the 
display are of Varuna, many Vishnu and a minuscule devotee in worship mode.

The Man Who Knew Infinity… 

   The mathematical genius Srinivasa Ramanujan 
 

Suddenly the entire world started talking about this Indian man almost a century after 
his death…Do you know why? Apparently the scientists figured out that the mysterious 
formula written by this man on his deathbed a hundred years ago now explains the 
behaviour of black holes.The surprising part is the very concept of black holes didn't 
even exist at that time, but this man figured out the formulas of it. How was it possible? 

In 2012, American mathematician, Ken One came up 
with a ground breaking mathematical formula to 
study black holes in an entirely new way, and you 
know how he figured it out. Just by studying a single 
paragraph written by this mathematician almost a 
hundred years ago while lying on his deathbed. It's 
none other than Srinivasa Ramanujan Iyengar, the 
man who knew the Infinity. 
 
Being born in Tamilnadu, he grew up in an extremely 
poor family, where even getting food on a daily basis 
was a struggle. But that didn't stop him from 
exploring mathematics. The numbers fascinated him. 
He was obsessed with mathematics. At the young age 
of 15, he started developing mathematical theories 

and solving advanced problems of Trigonometry, cubic equations and quartic functions 
of algebra. But there was one particular book he came across that changed his life for 
good, that is “Synopsis of Elementary Results in Pure and Applied Mathematics” by G. S. 
Carr. This book had around 5000 theorems mostly without logical validation. He was 
completely self taught. So just like that book he started producing theorems based on 
his feelings rather than giving logical validation. Because of the limited access to the 
outside world he was not aware of the theorems which were already established in the 
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mathematical community. So when he was in school, he discovered Bernoulli numbers 
completely on his own without any influence from the outside world and the people 
around him in that small town couldn't even understand what this young boy was doing. 
Ramanujan obviously did well in school so he got a scholarship to join a government 
college. 
 
He was completely possessed by mathematics so he neglected all other subjects and 
terribly failed in them, so his scholarship got cancelled and he couldn't continue his 
studies further. For the next few years, Ramanujan tried his best to get into a college 
but he couldn't. So he kept working on his mathematical ideas completely on his own 
and started sharing the problems and solutions in the journal of Indian Mathematical 
Society, even though he did not have a College degree people started to recognise him 
as a mathematical genius. At the age of 21, Ramanujan married and he had to take up a 
job to support the family. Soon his health started deteriorating and he was badly 
needed to get a surgery, which he could not afford in any way.So he continued to live 
with that condition until one surgeon offered to do the surgery for free. That's how poor 
he was. Once recovered he began to write letters to a lot of British mathematicians 
sharing his work. But most of them rejected it, the year we are talking about is 1913, 
India was still under the control of the British government. Even if you are a 
mathematical genius, sadly you need Western approval. Look how far we have come 
today. It's been 77 since we got independence and most of the top tech companies in 
the world are now been led by Indian minds,let it be Sundar Pichai of Google, Satya 
Nathella of Microsoft,Lakshman Narasimhan of Starbucks or Neel Mohan of YouTube 
Indian minds are ruling the world now. 
 
While all the Britishers ignored Ramanujan’s letters one man was amazed ,G S Hardy. 
Initially he also thought that Ramanujan could be a fraud.Even though he already knew 
some of the theories,others he could not even understand and it was and it was so 
shocking that he thought it must be correct because no one would have the imagination 
to invent them.That's how ground breaking those formulas of Ramanujan where so 
hardly immediately wrote back to Ramanujan “I was exceeding interested by your letter 
and by the theorems which you state you will however understand that before I can 
judge your properly of the value of what you have done, it is essential that I should see 
proofs of sum of your assertions”he asked Ramanujan to come to Cambridge and prove 
his theorems. 
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At first Ramanujan refused to come,but Hardy was not ready to give up. At last 
Ramanujan agreed.What Ramanujan early sent to hardly where just few samples of his 
work.When he showed the rest of his book in person Hardy was blown away by what 

Ramanujan has done.This man was discovering 
theorems and its solutions,without even knowing 
the concept of what was he writing. He was writing 
formulas and solving it.But he did not have any 
proof.He himself didn't even know how he got 
those ideas.But he was very confident that his 
theorems were correct.Strange right! When people 
asked how he knew this theory? He simply said,his 
Devi ,his kuladeivam,Namagiri thaayar gave it to 
him. Yes, that's what he said and was very stubborn 
about it. But obviously the British mathematicians 
were not ready to buy this during his 5 years stay in 
England.He really had a rough time,being a pure 

vegetarian and someone with health issues, he could not adjust to the food and 
whether of England.His health started deteriorating so rapidly that he spent most of the 
days in hospital and it was not just physical health that was collapsing,he was mentally 
depressed as well. 
 
Even in this difficult conditions he never gave up on mathematics.Once Hardy took a taxi 
to visit Ramanujan who was in the hospital the taxi number was 1729,which Hardy 
thought a dull number. Ramanujan spontaneously said 1729 is the smallest number that 
can be stated as the sum of 2 cubes in different ways. Since then 1729 is known as the 
Ramanujan number. He did accomplish a lot during his stay in England.He graduated 
from Cambridge University with Bachelor of Arts and Research which is later called as 
PhD. He was elected as the fellow of Cambridge philosophical society and Royal society 
and finally the fellow of Trinity College Cambridge and he was the first Indian to get in 
this fellowship. G H Hardy wrote in a letter about Ramanujan “He will return to India 
with a scientific standing and reputation such as no Indian has enjoyed before and I am 
confident that India will regard him as the treasure he is” At the same time, his health 
was getting worse day by day.With the hope of getting better he returned back to India 
in 1919, but it never got better and he died within a year.On his deathbed, he was just 
pouring out mathematical formulas which again, he had no idea of what does formulas 
meant.And one of those formulas turn out to be explaining the behaviour of black holes 
and many of the till reminds a mystery.  
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As of now he made significant contributions to 
mathematical fields such as complex analysis, number 
theory, mathematical analysis, infinite series, continued 
fraction,game theory,mock theta function, circle 
method, hypergeometric series, the Riemann series, the 
elliptic integrals, the theory of divergent series, 
functional equations of Zeta function and the list goes 
on, while still lot of his formulas are yet to be proved. 
There was no internet or computer at that time. All he 
had was one book. Imagine what kind of genius he must 
have been Srinivasa Ramanujan in the man who lived a short life of 32 years. Most of 
the time starving and faced enormous obstacles throughout his life but he never gave 
up on his dream, his thriving force that is mathematics.And it is really overwhelming to 
see him getting all the appreciation he truly dissolves at least after a century. 
 
In 2011,on the 125th anniversary of his birth, the Indian government declared that 22nd 
December will be celebrated every year as National Mathematics Day. Just like 
Ramanujan, India gave birth to many brilliant minds like Aryabhatta, Panini, J C Bose, C V 
Raman and countless others.The more we dig into the history, the more amazing it will 
be.

Florence Nightingale 
 

Florence Nightingale was a nurse who saved many lives in the 19th 
century. She was named after the city of Florence in Italy,where her parents 
went after they got married in 1818. Her family was rich and they had two 
homes in Britain as well as servants. Florence was an unusual young woman 
for her time because she didn’t want to go to parties and get married. She 
wanted to be a nurse and help people. Her family didn’t want her to become a 
nurse because hospitals back then were dirty, horrible places.  

They were worried about her. In 1851, Florence went to Germany and 
learned all about nursing. It was hard work, but she loved it. In 1854, lots of 
British soldiers went to fight in the Crimean War. Army hospitals were filled 
with injured men, but there were no nurses and many men died. Florence and 
a team of nurses went to help. Florence worked 20 hours a day to make the 
army hospital a cleaner and safer place. She brought the men fresh food, she 
cleaned the hospital beds and she used clean bandages on the wounded 
soldiers.  

Soon, fewer men were dying. At night, Florence walked around the 
hospital. She talked to the injured soldiers and helped the men to write letters 
to their families. She carried a lamp and the soldiers called her ‘The lady with 
the lamp’.When Florence returned to England, people called her a heroine 
because of her amazing work in the Crimean War. Queen Victoria wrote her a 
letter to say thank you. She continued to work hard in Britain to improve 
hospitals and she was given a medal called the Order of Merit. She was the 
first woman to receive this honour.

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Can Al replace teachers ? 

 
Al has been making rapid advancement in recent years . The education 

sector is not exempt from it.. It should be viewed as a complimentary tool rather 
than a complete replacement for traditional teaching. The human element in 
education- empathy mentorship and personal connection- remains irreplaceable. 
These qualities are essential for fostering a supportive learning environment. 

 0ne of the most controversial question that arise is whether Al could 
replace traditional teachers . Some of them have the view that AI revolutionaised 
education while others worry that it could have a negative impact on the quality 
of education. 

Surely it has some pros,Al has the potential torevolutionise learning based 
on the needs and the preferences of students. It can provide with the individual 
feedback and support that can lead to improved learning. Al can provide 
consistent teaching quality across different classrooms and schools irrespective of 
geography or socio economic condition. 

it has some limitations also .0ne of the biggest downsides of replacing 
teachers is that students could miss the emotional connection they have with 
their teachers. Teachers not only teach but they also inspire ,encourage and 
mentor students. Al lack the ability to connect with the students emotionally and 
understand their  unique challenges and concerns.Al has limited to work within 
specific parameters and algorithms. It is unclear how Al will handle sensitive 
issues such as diversity and inclusion which are central to teaching. 

John Mc Carthy, the Father of Al says that he himself is anxious about the 
future of man in a world which is controlled by Al. 
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According to most thinkers, Al cannot fully replace teachers as it lacks the 
crucial human elements needed to effectively guide and inspire students.AI 
should be seen as a complement to teachers not a replacement.
